Please enter the school by the EAST DOORS ONLY at your scheduled time after using the NTCS self-screening app to
record you have no COVID-19 symptoms.

These two days are for picking up items that were listed in an email sent to all school families on June 28, 2021. These
items included a copy of your child’s report card, trophies, medals or certificates announced during our awards assembly or
graduation ceremonies, personal belongings left at school, school-owned textbooks, novels or supplies, used high school
textbooks on the buyback list for credit, and musical instruments and repertoire books.

As our school uniform supplier has attempted to navigate the restrictions currently in place, they have implemented enhanced options
for purchasing school uniform items in preparation for the upcoming school year. These include an updated school e-store, private
appointments and a web-supported call-centre. Families are encouraged to shop early and utilize these alternative channels to avoid
in-person, late-August lineups. Since McCarthy’s must adhere to strict social distancing measures, they expect that long wait times
will be the reality, as they cannot accept normal in-store volumes. In some cases, only five customers will be permitted in stores at
any one time.

McCarthy’s has also informed us that to support families during this time, they have implemented an installment payment program
(online only), introduced volume discount buying options and invested in a variety of web support tools to make online shopping easy
and fast! All school uniform products can be exchanged for up to a year and returned until September.

Visit mccarthyuniforms.ca and enter our school name in the white search bar to go to our e-store. A handy web chat feature has
been added and their call-centre (416-593-6900 or toll-free at 1-800-668-8261) is well-staffed so that you can have the support you
require if you need some help along the way!

Please note that the navy, quarter zip polo, embroidered sweat top (JK-6) and the navy, long-sleeved, v-neck, embroidered pullover
(grades 7-12) are no longer part of our school uniform. These items were replaced last year by the new quarter zip embroidered
sweater. Be sure to review the Uniform Guidelines document available on our website or attached to the email with your report card.

Re-opening Plans for September 2021

We are currently working on a re-opening plan to make sure that we provide a safe and secure environment for the return to school in
September.

There are many considerations, and much of what we do will depend on guidance and requirements from the Ontario government, the
Ontario Ministry of Education, and Toronto Public Health authorities. We are waiting for information from them, which is expected in
late July or early August, before we finalize our plans.

Some of the things that we are considering once again include:

- adjusting the daily schedule, and entry and exit points to the school building, to reduce interaction between students at different
grade levels

reducing the amount of student movement around the building
- ‘cohorting’ students to reduce the number of other students they have contact with, including revised recess and lunch times

- limiting access to the building to parents and visitors to minimize contact with students

increased health and safety protocols including scheduled handwashing times
- provision of Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) to students and staff where necessary and appropriate
- revised protocols for when students or staff are ill, including covid symptom screening before entering the building

- changes to allow our many extracurricular activities to continue safely, including clubs and sports teams

As soon as we have plans finalized to the best of our ability, we will quickly communicate with parents, guardians and students to help
you prepare for September. We thank you for your understanding and the input we have received from many of you.
